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As | read Hamlet's soliloquy in our textbook, | believe that he was illustrating his representation of himself and his
thoughts about what he was about to do. According to Barranger soliloquy's definition was "Means of taking the
audience into the character's mind to overhear unspoken thoughts and arguments with the self!" | believe that Hamlet
‘was showing both his ideas and feelings in that soliloquy--to show the thoughts, feelings, and ideas into words so the
audience can see what's the internal war that was waging inside of his head (of course in plays' terms, the audience
doesn't exist in Hamlet's eyes). And it was the those ideas and emotions that he was speaking of, and how he really was
struggling to know what he should do. | felt like as if he wanted revenge, but he was confused if what he was about to do
‘was the best thing or the even the right thing. | believe that Shakespeare used this soliloquy to show the audience the
reality and the truth of human minds--how the arguments can be true in all sorts of circumstances in life (e.g in college
student terms: did | choose the right major? | should've chosen Boston university instead. Will this make my family
proud?)--and how internal conflict can be true in every human being and it shows the struggle to resolve it. | can
somehow feel that Hamlet does not want to do what he was about to do, but he felt as if it was the only way to give justice
to his Father. In lines 20-21 on one of his soliloquy's, Hamlet expressed his doubts, "Exposing what is mortal and unsure/
To all that fortune, death, and danger dare." The thoughts and ideas of his heart was placed in those words and how his

confusion and conflict was becoming the truth of his feelings, and not misinterpretation of himself.
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As we learned in our lecture, a Soliloquy is a long speech delivered by a character, usually alone on stage, for the audience
to overhear. This is why | agree with the statement that Hamlet is speaking his thoughts in the Soliloquy of the
Shakespearan play with the same title. The reason for this is because it seems to me that Hamlet is speaking aloud to
himself of his thoughts regarding revenge and murder. Therefore, the audience gets an insight into what he is thinking.
The stage language convention of soliloquy makes Hamlet's thoughts seem scattered, but not in a better light. It shows
how conflicted he is with the idea of revenge seeing as he knows it is wrong to do so, but feels that he must for the sake of
his mother and father. This can be seen in the lines, "When honor's at stake. How | stand then, that have a father killed, a
mother stained...And let all sleep, while to my shame | see the imminent death of twenty thousand men." | don't believe
that it is a misrepresentation of Hamlet, seeing as this is how the trauma of his father's death and the treason of his uncle
have affected him. This is why | believe that the Soliloquy is illustrating a representation of Hamlet's feelings towards the
idea of revenge and murder. Not solely how he feels or a general representation of the ideas. All in all, the Soliloquy in the
Shakespeare play Hamlet is the perfect example for a Soliloquy, as it showcases the struggle Hamlet has with his
murderous thoughts. Which the audience gets to partake in witnessing.
