This director creates an atmosphere in which actors
dig, probe, and investigate the whole fabric of the play. Rehearsals are used to search out the original sense of the world, to listen, and to yield to
suggestions. | believe it is me because, of how different my ideas can show affect during a play production.

A
part of my job requirement is to train new employees on how to run a birthday party by walking them through hosting an actual party at Johns. In that
environment, | would be considered a Guide director because I'm supposed to guide the new employees until they are comfortable hosting a party by
themselves. Although, sometimes this proves to be more difficult as anticipated; birthday parties at Johns are very time orientated and activities are to
occur at specific times, so it is very crucial that a party host is in charge of what goes on during the party. This where | become a dictator director in
training new employees because it is very important that everything happens according to schedule, and this is something that new party hosts must
understand right away when they begin hosting parties. If | were to tackle the challenge of directing, as | hope to do soin the future when teaching high
school theatre, | would want to reflect my high school theatre director who was a mixture of all three: Dictator, Creative Coordinator, Guide director.
My high school theatre director was very much a Guide director but mostly a Dictator director, she really wanted the students to get involved and
teach us as much about all theatrical aspects as possible.
