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Activity 6-3—Footing Forms

Refer to Print 6-3 and Quantity Spreadsheet No. 6-3 on the CD-ROM. Calculate the linear feet of metal forms
required for the footings. In addition, calculate the volume (in cu yd) of concrete and amount of reinforcing
steel (in If) required for the footings. Also calculate the material costs for the concrete with the unit cost of
$70/cu yd. Include a 2% waste factor for the concrete.
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Activity 5-1—Ledger Sheet Activity

Refer to the cost data, Print 5-1, and Estimate Summary Sheet No. 5-1. Take off the labor and equipment costs
for lawn seeding of the site and the asphalt required for the driveway. Include 25% of the subtotal for overhead
and mobilization. If the subtotal for the lawn seeding and asphalt pavement is less than $2000, include a mini-
mum overhead and mobilization cost of $500 for the lawn seeding and asphalt pavement.
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Activity 5-2—Spreadsheet Activity

Refer to the cost data (below) and Estimate Summary Sheet No. 5-2 on the CD-ROM. A job requires the de-
molition of a 1’ x 6" x 20’ concrete-masonry-unit wall with brick veneer and the excavating and backfilling of a
3" x 3" x 60" trench. Take off the cubic feet of masonry wall demolition, cubic yards of excavating, and cubic
yards of backfilling. Determine the total labor and equipment cost for the demolition, excavating, and backfilling.
