- How do you track the amount of visits Downtown receives? (Buying
something from a store, paying for parking, camera monitoring, etc)

Parking Utilization for Payments and Vouchers is recorded monthly;,
Headcounts During Major Events/Festivals

- How do big events at MSU such as football/basketball games, move
in/ move out days effect visits to downtown?

We assume that parking will fill to max capacity during MSU football
game days. Foot traffic is extremely high during major sporting events
and downtown events/activities. For basketball, we generally
experience up-ticks in patrons for our downtown restaurants during the
winter months.

-What are some serious problems you are dealing with downtown?

Currently, we are striving to create positive messages about having
patrons come and support Downtown East Lansing businesses during
this time of development. Our priorities are to have more people come
downtown and to support our merchant community when they are
down here. Some individuals have perceptions that our merchant
community has limited opportunities. As such, we work to
communicate the variety of services we provide, including: 55 different
restaurants, 5 art galleries, 35 retail locations, and over 90 service
providers.
