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Discussion Requirements:

You need to post your initial thoughts by Day 3 (three) of the academic week (by 11:59pm,). You
then need to respond to the posts of at least two other students by Day 7 (seven) of the academic
week (by11:59pm.).

Whenever possible please post your content directly in the discussion to maintain a flow of
conversation that is diminished when you have to download work, images, text etc. I know that
it is not always possible but let's keep the downloading to a minimum.
