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Parent Interview Transcript 


Case study: Julia, age 2

Read this conversation between Julia’s teacher, Mr. Martinez, and Julia’s mother, Ms. Song, at a previous parent-teacher conference.
Mr. Martinez: What kinds of activities is Julia doing at home?
Ms. Song: You know, normal things. Looking at books, dancing around, dressing up and pretending, playing with her stuffed animals.
Mr. Martinez: How do you think Julia’s development is going in terms of her movement abilities?

Ms. Song: Great, she loves to move. She’s always dancing at home; we put on music and she’s dancing all over the house. She has a 9-year-old sister, so they’re always running around and dancing together.
Mr. Martinez: And how is Julia doing with daily tasks at home? Is she dressing herself, feeding herself?

Ms. Song: Yes, she’s fine. Usually we’re in a hurry in the morning so I’m getting her dressed, putting on her shoes, or sometimes her sister is helping her do all that. Some of it she’s too little to do by herself—shoes and zippers and things. She was born preemie, you know. And in terms of feeding, she still gets a bottle in the morning and in the evening.
Mr. Martinez: Do you notice her getting frustrated with anything in particular?

Ms. Song: Yeah, she’ll get frustrated and cry from time to time but I think that’s normal for her age.

Mr. Martinez: Do you have any questions or concerns about Julia?

Ms. Song: Not really. She’s just a normal kid. I’m kind of concerned that when she’s at school, she’s not getting enough opportunity to play with different kids. She doesn’t really mention other kids’ names at home. I ask her “Who did you play with today?” and sometimes she’ll say “Tina” but, then, sometimes she just won’t answer. But, otherwise, I think she’s doing great.
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
