Orem’s model deals with self-care (pp.142—-146), and Mr.
Duran will need to care for his diabetes with his wife’s help.
When using Orem, the nurse interacts with the medical team to
plan and administer care and assists the patient and family in
learning to care for themselves. The model also includes the
family and culture within the environment (p. 144). For
Neuman’s model (pp. 149—-154), ideas about the role of stress
are vitally important with a patient like Mr. Duran. In addition,
the five interacting variables—physiologic, psychological,
sociocultural, developmental, and spiritual—all will be important
in his care.
