HISTORY OF PRESENT OF ILLNESS .

@l is a [4yr old male, who reported that he has been at Carter Center for last 11 days
and he was put here because of charges of violation of probation and assault charges and
also resist to arrest. He stated that he had an argument with his mother on December 17,
2006 and in the argument, he threw a bucket on his mother and she became very angry
and she called the police. He stated that he does not want to hurt his mother. He got so
angry that he did not know what happened to him and he threw bucket on his mother and
he is feeling very guilty about that. He started crying and saying that he wants one more
chance to go back to his home. He stated that he was on house arrest then he pushed cop
and they put gun on him and he had stitches recently removed. He stated that he was
skipping school while he was on probation. He has been having problems with anger-and
sometimes he starts screaming and throwing things. He stated that his mood starts
changing and he has a mood swings and he cannot control his mood especially when he is
not on medication. He stated that on the day of incident he had stopped taking
medication and he felt affect of that.
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PAST PSYCHIATRIC HISTORY ‘
He has been diagnosed with ADHD since he was 11yr old and also has been diagnosed
with bipolar disorder. He has been taking Strattera and also Seroquel.

He has never been hospitalized and he stated that he was thinking about suicide longtime
ago, but he never acted on that and now he is not feeling like that He stated that he
wants help and wants to go home.

FAMILY HISTORY )

His mother works in reality. She has not seen his father since he was 8yr old and he does
have anger towards his father. He stated that he is locked up and he does not know what
is the wrong with him and he has ene brother and one sister. He denies any mental
illness in the family. He is raised by his mother. Currently, he is in 9" grade and he has
never failed school, but he does admit that he gets bad grade.. He has been in different
group home and he was also in Western Maryland for 14 months. He graduated from

‘there. He has been at Carter' Center more than five times for different charges. Aaron

denies any history of physical or sexual abuse. He denies being cruel to animal or setting
fires, but he did mention that he was playing with lighter in the past. He stated that he
wants to attend anger management classes and wants to continue to take his medication:

He started smoking marijuana since he was 12yr old and he is still smoking off and on.
He also drinks alcohol and he stated that he drinks a lot and he started at age 12yr old and
his last drink was in September of 2006. He denies any other drug use.

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RECOMMENDATIONS

1. whwmen does suffer from bipolar disorder and ADHD and he feels better with the
medication. He is on Seroquel and on Strattera and he wants to continue the medication.
He should see a psychiatrist on regular basis and they should monitor his medication and
he may also benefit from mood stabilizer for his anger problem.

2. ehmwem should be placed in Residential Treatment Center to improve his social skill
and to continue his education and have a more structure program.

3. He should attend anger management classes and to improve his communication and he
should also see a therapist one to one 'basis regularly once a week to improve his
self-esteern, and improve his social skills.

4. He should also work on his substance abuse problems. Utrine should be tested
regularly and he should attend group and individual therapy for his substance abuse.
