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o Failure to allow proper curing time before removal of shoring (specif. 1
premature removal of the 22nd story forms).

Failure to prepare or test field cured concrete specimens.

Use of damaged and/or out of plumb shoring.

Failure of inspections to note ot correct violations.

Improper “climbing” crane installation.
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
