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(identifying the title of your review, your name, class title, section and days/hrs., instructor name, and

. semester/year) and a REFERENCE PAGE. Standard APA citations must be used within the body of your
review, The entire paper (including attachments) should be 12-point Times New Roman font, double-
spaced, and with exactly 1-inch margins. It must be printed single-side and stapled in the upper left hand
comer, Be sure to avoid unnecessary artwork and images, and to attach a stapled hardcopy of the reviewed
paper via paperclip.

“The body of the paper should be 1,000 to 1,500 words (i.e., excluding attachments) and should concisely
but clearly answer the following questions: 1) What was the background and purpose of the study or

theoretical paper? 2) What was the precise scientific question being asked or explored? 3) How was the
study conducted and with what methods and subject populations? 4) What were the results and what are the :
‘meaning and value of the results of the study? In reporting the results, DO NOT REPORT p-values, - 1

Scores, t-scores, efc. 5) What do you find personally interesting and rewarding (or problematic) about the
study or theorizing, and the conclusions of the author(s)? DO NOT LIST THESE QUESTIONS IN YOUR
PAPER: USE THEM AS A GENERAL GUIDE FOR YOUR THINKING. If you are reviewing an
empirical paper, you should organize your write-up according to the format of an empirical paper, which
willinclude the following sections: Introduction, Methods, Results, and Discussion. In the discussion
section of your review, be sure to both report on the author’s discussion section and provide your own
thoughts and recommendations. Keep all of your writing clean, clear, and direct, .e., avoid all “fluff.”
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
