Also, eliminate all I think" *I believe" and "In my opinion” statements from your scholarly witing. Just delete them. The sentence stands alone as a claim

without the qualifier, and the fact that it is YOUR paper makes it clear that this is YOUR opinion, and these are YOUR thoughts, so there is NEVER a need
to state them as such in the work.
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
