Do you think Dustin should stay at the current tier
he is on? Why or why not? Do you think he should move down a tier? Do you think (as was recommended by his teachers) that he should begin
the Special Education referral process? Regardless of what you decide, you will have to support everything you say with data from the
cumulative record or cite best practices. You can't just say something and expect everyone to agree with you unless you back up your argument
with supporting evidence. Finally, i your recommendations section, you will need to provide information about strategies that could help
support Dustin's learning. Remember, in the MTSS process everything must be evidence-based, so don't just use a strategy from Pinterest! You'll
need to have a reputable source for your strategy.
