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BACKGROUND OF THE PROBLEM

« Elder abuse is a critical social, health, and economic problem. Approximately 10 percent of

adults age 60 and older have experienced physical abuse, psychological or verbal abuse,
sexual abuse, neglect, or financial exploitation.

« Elder abuse also is a critical public health issue. Survivors report higher rates of depression. They
often withdraw from social interactions, and many blame themselves, which resulis in shame
and silence and magnifies these effects.
