* Goals: Integrate material from research smoothly into your own content

You want to integrate your research effectively. Let’s look at a passage

Bobhy, you ended this paragraph with cited research. Never force the
reader to come to her own conclusions about your source material. Always
explain why the source material is important to your paragraph and
how it helps support your paragraph topic. Be sure to explain every
source you use. Avoid ending a paragraph with source material. First,
this does not allow you to comment on the material. Second, you should
always begin and end each paragraph with your own voice. For more help
with using quotes, review the following two handouts:

+ Format paper according to the rules of APA

You say you will be using APA. To review, please keep in mind as you work
on your project that anything you copy, paraphrase, or rely on for ideas,
facts or data must be clearly attributed to its source and documented. With
this in mind, please be sure a parenthetical citation appears after every
quote in this essay. In APA, the in-text citation typically comes at the end of
a sentence with the author’s name, year of publication, and page number
inside the parentheses.Based on official APA rules, the UMUC Library and
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the EWC recommend always including page numbers (or paragraph
numbers or section information) in your APA in-text citations. This includes
citations of quotations (words or phrases from a source) as well as
paraphrases and summaries (the author’s ideas rewritten in your own
words).

APA prefers a signal phrase (underlined below, but do not underline it in
your paper. I underlined it just to show you. @) and a tag (bolded):

As John Smith (2005) notes, “the sky is blue” (p.12).

If you don’t use a signal phrase and tag, put the name and date in an end
parenthetical reference.

“The sky is blue” (Smith, 2005, p.11).

If your teacher is expecting it, your references should have a hanging indent
format a % inch. Here is a sample reference page .

Also, if expected, you will need to include a proper page header (also
known as the "running head") at the top of every page and a page number.
To create a page header/running head, insert page numbers flush
right at the top of the page. Only use numbers. Do not use your last
name. The phrase running head needs to be on the title page. Then type
“TITLE OF YOUR PAPER" in the header flush left using all capital letters.
The running head is a shortened version of your paper's title and cannot
exceed 50 characters including spacing and punctuation.
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You want to use commas correctly. For example—

The utility company workers must assess the intensity of hazards
before reaching the flood region, and arrive there with full
equipment and planning. No comma is needed. There is no natural pause
there.

Companies can react to financial risks by reducing costs and
diversifying the range of clients, to make sure that revenue is not
dependent on one geographic region or segment of products only.
No comma is needed. Please read, “Proofreading for Commas” for more

proofreading tips for finding comma errors.

Bobby, you want to avoid comma splices in your writing. A comma splice is
the attempt to join two independent clauses with a comma. To separate
two independent clauses, you must use some form of end-stop
punctuation. Here are all of your possible choices: the period [.], the
exclamation point [1], the question mark [?], and the semicolon [;].
(Remember, a semicolon is a weak period, not a strong comma.

Let’s look at this example I made up—
Incorrect-Marcia went to the grocery store, she forgot her shopping list.

A possible correction-- Marcia went to the grocery store; she forgot her
shopping list.
