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Please include some graphics - charts,
pictures, etc. on some of the slides would be
more interesting to the viewer. When you cit
statistics, you could show the graphic from
the article or webpage so you are visually
making the point as well as in the text.

Change up the backgrounds some — using th
same template but maybe with a optional
border as some of the templates have more
than one background so it is not so hypnotic.

Instead of just “cont.” you should repeat the
heading and put (Continued) after it — you
don't want to assume your viewers will
remember the title from the previous slide.
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On slide #6, why Malaysia?

Use Grammarly.com (free version) to check
these slides for grammar and spelling errors.
For example, on slide #9, it should read “It
also prohibits” instead of prohibit. There
might be other places where a quick tweak is
needed.

Overall, this is well done. | just want it to be a
bit more “entertaining” to watch which should
be a relatively easy fix.

Good work so far on this. Remember that
you should not just read the slides but should
make your own points - so, the last thing
might be to use more bullet points on the
slides and fewer full sentences so you aren't
tempted to just read to us.
