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4. SUBMISSION: Submit your essay on Vancko Hall to two links: the grading link and the
turs . PAPERS CANNOT BE SUBMITTED LATE.

5. ROUGH DRAFTS: Rough draft review is optional, but beneficial. You may bring a copy to
me during office hours or email a draft. Use the writing center for help with writing mechanics.
Everyone should refer to the writing resources on the Course Information tab.

6. CITATION: (MLA only) You must include quotations from each required source. MLA
citations are required for all specific references to a source, for examples in your own words and
for quotations. Use in-text citation and include a works cited page. In-text citation must include
the author’s last name and page number following quotes, e.g. (Douglass 270). This is the same
format we have been using for forums and group work. Review citation resources and plagiarism
policy carefully on the Course Information tab. Points will be deducted if MLA format is not
followed, if quotations are not included, or if sufficient citations are not included.

Author: For reading sections, cite Offut; for documents, cite the document author (Franklin,
Paine, Seabury, etc.).

Works Cited: List each document and reading section separately, alphabetically, by author
Ellipses: Use ellipses . . . to connect quotes or to remove unnecessary segments from a quote. Do
NOT replace crucial information with ellipses, as I won’t look up thé quote to see what it means.
Block Quotes: As a rule, keep quotes relatively short. Any quote over four lines of text MUST
be block quoted, which means single spaced and indented 1" on both sides.

7. PLAGIARISM: Any incident of plagiarism will result in an automatic zero for the
assignment and very possibly an F for the course as well as an academic integrity violation report
filed with the university that could result in expulsion. Do not work on this essay with anyone
eise! Do not let another student use your paper fo help them write theirs! Plagiarism is not
only the theft of words, but also the theft of ideas. Students are expected to express themselves
and to sustain an argument in their own words and to include properly cited quotations. Writing
in your own words means using completely different words, not rearranging the author’s words
or changing a few words. See the plagiarism policy in the syllabus and the university policy.

PAPER STRUCTURE: Start with an outline.

*  Your essay must be primarily in your own words, but supported in each point by
examples and quotes from the sources.

o Itis usually more effective to organize the paper by points that support your argument,
not necessarily by source, s several sources may support the same point.

L INTRODUCTION (1 paragraph)

A. INCLUDE brief summary of topic. Provide one paragraph of context (who, what,
when, where). Do not give the entire history of your topic, just basic information
needed to understand the topic you will discuss. The introduction and background
information should not be more than % to 2/3 of the first page.

B. INCLUDE argument/thesis statement: Make it strong and clear. Start the sentence
with “T argue” or *I contend” or “I believe™ or “This paper will prove.”

C. HINT: Introductions can be difficult to write. It's often easier to write after you've
begun writing the body of the paper.

1. BODY PARAGRAPHS: A good history essay consists of the following components:
general statements, specific examples and quotes to support the general statements, your
analysis of those examples and quotes and an explanation of how they it into the overall
topic/argument of the essay.
