A review of the literature reveals that nurse fatigue poses threats to patient safety and the quality of care delivered; therefore, it is crucial to comprehend the issue to attain optimum patient outcomes.

	The reason for selecting this peer-reviewed article is that it explores one of the most burning topics related to the healthcare sector, specifically, nurse burnout and its effects on patient safety, which aligns with the objectives of my clinical specialty in healthcare quality enhancement and patient outcomes
	The reason why I selected this article, which is peer-reviewed, is that it explores a complex and important subject of the relationship between fatigue/burnout, work environment, and perceptions of patient safety among critical care nurses, which relates to my clinical concentration in enhancing the nurses’ well-being as well as increasing the quality of the delivered patient care. 


	This article was selected because it focuses on the problem of burnout among subjective critical care nurses in the Veterans Health Administration, which is a substantial issue in the field of practice. It is able to deliver a wide spectrum of systematic factors as determinants for burnout in the organization and its climate that helps to balance strategies for interventions. 



	Brief description of the aims of the research of each peer-reviewed article
	The focus of this study was therefore to compare the level of nurse fatigue in three hospitals and the corresponding outcomes such as the state of the nurses' health, the rates of patient adverse events, and organizational productivity. The systematic review identified research from the period January 2000 up to 20th July 2020, that involved quantitative studies and focused on various outcomes like the performances, sickness absences, and intention leavers of nurses.

	The research conducted by Montgomery, Patrician, and Azuero (2022) specifically sought to compare the findings of the patient safety grade based on the reports of the staff and determine how it correlated with the burnout level of the nurses and the quality of the work environment of the nursing profession.


	The purpose of this study was to explore the degree to which variables such as fatigue, workload, burnout, and the work environment, affect critical care nurses' perception of patient safety culture in Oman. More specifically, the present investigation aimed at ascertaining the nature of the relationship between these factors and the related aspects of nurses' perception of patient safety in critical care areas, including areas that could be targeted to promote a positive, safety-enhancing culture.


	The study performed by Swamy et al. (2020) establishes the cross-sectional study that seeks to understand Burnout rates in Nurses who work in critical care in VHA and the individual and Organizational factors related to them.

	The type of research method used in this systematic review was quantitative research, where the review aimed to present a meta-analysis of numbers obtained from relevant quantitative studies. The authors employed a systematic approach to search and select relevant articles meeting inclusion criteria, followed by a synthesis of findings into three major categories: including the outcomes for nurses themselves, outcomes reported by the nurses themselves about the patients they are treating, and organizational outcomes.

	This paper’s study, in particular, utilized a cross-sectional descriptive survey design where data was collected through an online link to the survey from the authors’ approved list of nurses working in acute care hospitals in Alabama with a total of 928 participants.


	This study is cross-sectional and predictive in design and involved the administration of a survey to a sample of 270 critical care nurses in two main public hospitals in the capital of Oman. Descriptive and inferential statistics, such as correlation and regression analyses, were used to analyze data in relation to the research questions of this study that aimed at assessing the connections and prognostic values of these factors in understanding patient safety perceptions.


	The current study adopted a cross-sectional survey data from the critical care nurses conducted in 2017 with a sample of 2,352 nurses drawn from 94 organizations. Moreover, cross-sectional site-level survey workplace climate data were obtained from a self-administered anonymous questionnaire completed by 2191 critical care nurses.

	A brief description of the strengths of each of the research methodologies used, including reliability and validity of how the methodology was applied in each of the peer-reviewed articles you selected.
	The primary research methodology applied in this systematic review is quantitative research, and the main advantage of this approach is its possibility to present objective findings and determine the coefficients characterizing the interconnection of variables. 

	The strengths of this quantitative methodology are as follows: Firstly, instruments such as the Copenhagen Burnout Inventory have been previously tested for reliability and risk validity. The study achieves sufficient power due to the sample of 928 participants, and analyses are conducted with ML methods that generally increase statistical accuracy while taking into account potential confounding factors and the nested structure of the data.


	The quantitative method applied in this research is adequate in terms of reliability and validity because it used standardized measures of assessment and a response rate of 90% on a large sample size of the population. Correlational and regression analyses ensure that aspects such as association and predictiveness of parameters can be analyzed in as much detail as possible including straightforward, effective, cohesive, and singular notices about the elements of patients' safety culture.


	The particular quantitative approach of the present study is valid for the following reasons: A large group of subjects was involved in the study; multilevel analysis was used to model the nested nature of the data: the main data collectors—nurses—are nested within the secondary units of analysis—hospitals. This limits variables that may confound the results and increases the validity of the findings.

	These studies prove the significance of organizational strategies in targeting burnout and the working conditions that are essential for bettering patient safety.

	Altogether, this article greatly enriches the knowledge regarding the effect of crucial workplace barriers, including fatigue, workload, and burnout, on the patient safety culture of critical care nurses.
