(Preferably select a
company that is accessible and from where you can get information easily).
Elaborate on the background of the company, its location, line of business, its
customers and the market that it serves.

List the organizational resources, processes, and systems.

Identify at least three processes or systems that are not computerized or have
problems.

Detailed investigation of one of the processes or systems that student identified.
The choice of process or system has to be agreed with the instructor beforehand.
Identification of the functional and non-functional requirements of the proposed
system.

Model the proposed system using Data Flow Diagrams (DFD) (All Possible
levels).

Analyze the functional requirements of the system based on the process-oriented
principle by using the Use-Case modeling (develop use cases description in the
form of tables, and draw a possible use case diagram for the proposed system).
Structuring the proposed system requirements based on the data-oriented
principle by using the Conceptual ER Data modeling.
