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PSY-355 Developmental Changes and Stages Worksheet

Description: The development of fine motor skills during the preschool years can be supported by artistic drawing. Viewing artwork completed by a child can give adults insight into the child's world lens and offer information about how they see and experience the world. Rhoda Kellogg suggested that children's artwork is orderly, meaningful, and structured.
For this assignment, conduct an Internet-based search for "children's drawings." Make sure your answers are supported with scholarly research.

Locate five pictures using Kellogg's theory. Each of the pictures should depict and discuss one of the following stages: scribbles, placement, shape, design, and pictorial. 
1. Who is Rhoda Kellogg? What did she do and why is her work important to the field of child development?

2. Paste each picture below, then in a minimum of three sentences for each picture/stage, define all five of Kellogg's stages: scribbles, placement, shape, design, and pictorial. Offer examples of each. How would a teacher or practitioner in the field easily recognize the stage based on what they see?

3. In 100-200 words, discuss how Claire Golomb's work compares to Kellogg's. This should be a detailed with examples.

4. How does artwork specifically target and support fine motor skills? Be specific and offer examples.
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
