Step 1: Select minimum two variables of your choice from the WL Werld Bank data file. (use
the values of the selected variables for 10 to 15 countries based on your choice)

For example “GDP growth (anmual %)” and “Inflation, consumer prices (anaual %)” for 10

countries in the Middle East Area.

Note: Your data wil be in three columns as minimum, one for the counries and the rest for the
variables. You should not have zero in your data, that i, avoid selecting a country with
value 0 of your variables.

Step 2: Once you have selected the data, copy the data into MINITAB,

Step 3: Describe your selected variables graphically and numerically, by using MINITAB,
using simple methods of Descriptive Statistics between countries. For instance, various
‘raphical techniques, frequency table, mean, median, comparing means or medians, efc
For more details, check the notes written in the “Plan for your homework” file.

Stepd: Analyze your selected variables properly and assess any association between these two.
variables and/or befween the countries.

The report should not be long (typically 3 to 4 Ad size pages) in APA style and consist of
1. Introduction: which includes a brief description of your data, and the aims of the

project
2. Data analysis: which includes the data analysis you have done in the three steps above.
3. Conclusion: Which highlight your findings from the data set in the previous step
