Assignment Overview:

Each student will create a summary poster that includes information, examples of best practice and visuals displaying best practice based on readings and supplementary resources provided throughout the course.  Students should pretend that their posters would be displayed at an Early Childhood Conference poster session (Audience for posters will be infant toddler teachers, preschool teachers, home-based and center-based).  Posters must be presented in a neat and professional fashion.  

Students will use a PowerPoint Poster Presentation Template provided by the instructor.  NO other format will be accepted.  Students may change the position of textboxes in the template but may not delete the required areas.
Students will create ONE poster that includes all items as described in the rubric below.  Students will submit their completed poster under the assignment tab in CANVAS by the due date on the syllabi.
Posters will be evaluated by the instructor AND shared with other students and/or guest instructors.
