EDUC 626: Writing Cognitive Learning Objectives and Measurement Items Assignment

Individually you will be required to develop twelve Cognitive Learning Objectives that tie appropriately to the Common Core or NC Essential Standards. Two objectives must be authored for each of the six levels of Bloom’s Taxonomy.  For each standard you must also include the Performance Standards that it is aligned to and author or find an appropriate measurement to assess each objective. The assignment will be assessed as follows for the available 100 points. 

	Measure
	Exemplary  10 points  
	Proficient  7 Points 
	Non-Proficient  > 5 points 

	Conditions
	All twelve objectives have conditions that succinctly describe the relevant factors associated with the desired performance. 
	All twelve objectives have conditions but a few may be too verbose or are missing some elements. 
	One or more of the objectives is missing the conditions portion of the objective or the conditions are difficult to interpret. 

	Verbs
	All twelve objectives have appropriate verbs to describe the desired outcome. 
	Some objectives have inappropriate verbs.  
	One or more of the objectives is missing the verb portion of the objective or the verb is difficult to distinguish. 

	Criteria 
	All twelve objectives have appropriate and clear criteria for success and measurement. 
	Some objectives have an unclear criterion for success and measurement.
	One or more of the objectives is missing the criteria component. 

	Remembering 
	2 Objectives clearly authored to the remembering level and each has an appropriate measurement example.  
	2 Objectives authored to the remembering level but one of measurement examples may be inappropriate.  
	Missing an objective and or measurement at this level or measurements are inappropriate. 

	Understanding
	2 Objectives clearly authored to the Understanding level and each has an appropriate measurement example.  
	2 Objectives authored to the Understanding level but one of measurement examples may be inappropriate.  
	Missing an objective and or measurement at this level or measurements are inappropriate. 

	Applying 
	2 Objectives clearly authored to the Applying level and each has an appropriate measurement example.  
	2 Objectives authored to the Applying level but one of measurement examples may be inappropriate.  
	Missing an objective and or measurement at this level or measurements are inappropriate. 

	Analyzing 
	2 Objectives clearly authored to the Analyzing level and each has an appropriate measurement example.  
	2 Objectives authored to the Analyzing level but one of measurement examples may be inappropriate.  
	Missing an objective and or measurement at this level or measurements are inappropriate. 

	Evaluating
	2 Objectives clearly authored to the Evaluating level and each has an appropriate measurement example.  
	2 Objectives authored to the Evaluating level but one of measurement examples may be inappropriate.  
	Missing an objective and or measurement at this level or measurements are inappropriate. 

	Creating
	2 Objectives clearly authored to the Creating level and each has an appropriate measurement example.  
	2 Objectives authored to the Creating level but one of measurement examples may be inappropriate.  
	Missing an objective and or measurement at this level or measurements are inappropriate. 

	Common Core or NC Essential Standards
	Each objective has an appropriate Performance standard linked to it. Objective clearly measures the content within the standard. 
	Each objective has a Performance standard linked to it. Some objectives do not clearly measure the content within the standard.
	Some standards missing a performance standard or some objectives do not complement the cited performance standard.
