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‘Basic Requirements

The final paper is designed to pull together all the things that you have learned in the course. Yo
choose a public company, a venture, a real world idea or an investment proposal. What this mezf
you have looked at something a company has done or proposes to o e.g. build a bridge, invest i
product line, replace an asset etc. and you perform the analysis. This does not have to be a public
company, the information can be obtained privately but you need to support your answer with
appropriate figures. You will work through the scenario, pulling in allthe information that you can about
the company’s cost of capital, the risks associated with the idea(s), the projected cash flows and how they
are justified etc.

My suggestion is to take a specific project(s) undertaken or planned by a company that you can get
information from. At the conclusion | expect to see a clearly articulated argument for the proposal
together with the proper logic having been applied. This will be supported buy your financial analysis that
s based on sound assumptions.

Guidance on the format

This paper needs to be succinct and part of the challenge is to present the case for the investment ina
summary form. The paper should be a document (Word or PDF) no longer than 2 pages, size 10 font with
single line spacing. You can extend to 3 pages for graphs or tables. Max 2 pages of text +optional 1 page
for graphs/ tables etc. The 3 page total is a hard limit, please do not exceed this. You can have an
appendix but make sure that the paper stands on its own merits. | shouldn’t have to refer to the appendix
to understand what you are saying, the appendix should purely be additional information to allow further
analysis if necessary. You can also provide a spreadsheet with your figures. All calculations are to be
included on a single worksheet page. Finally, it would be favorable if your paper had a short ‘Executive
Summary’ at the beginning to describe the findings.
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
