This assignment should include a table and a graph comparing a “subject” Asian
megacity to one baseline megacity, or smaller Asian City. or another Megacity (two cities
otal). You should compare changes over time and draw conclusions, in percent, on
differences in outcomes.

World/Global City" (Clark, 2003) and chapters 1-3 in the "East Asia Modern" (Rowe,
2005) for assistance in completing this assignment. However. students are encouraged to
refer to other sources (i.e., web links, etc.) to complete this assignment. A minimum of 5
eferences are required.
