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Classroom Information

The students have been studying how magnets work and
how they are used in daily life. The class is midway through
the unit and has an understanding of how magnets work.
The students understand that magnets are only attracted to
some kinds of metal (e.g. steel, iron) and that magnetic
power can pull through paper, glass, and thin wood. They
understand the idea of permanent and temporary magnets
(e.g. if you rub a steel nail with a magnet, it becomes
magnetic). They understand that the Earth is magnetic and
that a compass will always point to the North Pole. They
have just begun to talk about how magnets were first
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
